Preparation:

Apply and cure product above 10°C (50°F). Colder temperatures and humid conditions will lengthen the drying time. Surfaces must be clean,
dry and free of loose materials. Remove ragged drywall paper from damaged edges. Do not expose to moisture until it is fully cured.
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Application:

Apply with a spatula or a putty knife. Press product firmly and smooth wet putty down to the surface level, overlapping the areas of the
imperfection. After fully dried, sand lightly with fine sandpaper to blend edges into existing surface. Remove sanding dust and prime before
painting. For fills greater than 13 mm (1/2") deep, apply in layers to prevent sagging and slow drying. Allow drying between layers,
approximately 24 hours per %2" depth. Ensure the patch is fully dried before painting or the paint may bubble or life. Exterior applications must

be protected with an exterior paint.

Clean-up:
Uncured filler can be cleaned up with water. Cured filler may be sanded or scraped away.

STORAGE AND DISPOSAL

PROTECT FROM FREEZING. Store tightly sealed to prevent drying. Product should not be washed down drain to avoid clogging. To dispose
of unwanted product, squeeze out from tube or scrape out from tub, allow to harden and discard with trash. Wipe/rinse container and place with
plastics for recycling.
